Reflection

The Gospel today is an embarrassing one for us priests for no matter how much
we may talk about being servants of you people, we are not for we hold a
position of authority and we are given the title 'Father'. The Bishop is in an even
worse predicament for he wears the royal purple. So what does it mean to be a
servant and yet to be in a position of authority?

Mark probably had in mind situations that developed in the early Church where
people in leadership were using their position for their own ends or where there
was an unhealthy sense of competition for power. He deals with it by having the
two brothers, James and John, asking for prominent positions for themselves in the
kingdom. Jesus' response is very direct; these positions are not his fo give but
belong to the Father. So he puts it to them are they prepared fo drink the cup
that he will drink. They reply they are, and that settles it. The true test of service is
to be prepared to pay the ultimate price which is the cup of suffering.

Last Sunday was a special day in Rome with the canonisation of Saint Oscar
Romero, the former Archbishop of El Salvador who was executed while
celebrating Mass nearly 40 years ago. Pope St Paul VI was canonised alongside
him. It was Pope Paul who appointed him archbishop.

San Salvador is only a small country in Central America. It was being ruled by a
handful of rich families with the rest of the population living in poverty and the
country confrolled by a powerful military. The United States poured millions of
dollars into the country to maintain this unjust situation. There was talk that there
were moves in Rome to remove St Oscar from his position for fear that he was
being too confrontational. Rome was fearful foo that supporting St Oscar would
be seen as a support for Liberation Theology which they linked with Marxism.
Consequently the last two popes put a hold on moves to canonise him. However,
in the popular mind he was a frue shepherd who, in the words of Pope Francis,
knew "the smell of the sheep." The canonisation has vindicated St Oscar and
indeed sets him to be a model bishop who literally laid down his life for his
people.

St John in his Gospel deals with the issue of service in a different way. At the Last
Supper he describes Jesus washing the feet of his disciples, an action that was
unthinkable in those days. It is part of the ritual for the Holy Thursday Mass. This
year we had people washing one another's feet. As we know from Peter's
reaction this action was an embarrassment. When Pope Francis was elected he
shocked everyone by going to a Roman prison and washed the feet of some of
the inmates including a Moslem woman. It is easy to talk about service; itis a
different matter o live it out. It is a value that is being undermined in our society
as we have seen by the events played out in our national politics this last week. |
belong to a generation that has lived off the backs of the sacrifices of previous
generations where there was an underlying assumption that if you were in a
position of authority, you were there for the
common good. That sense of service needs to
return not just in the Church but in public life.
We have to begin with ourselves, which
means being prepared to drink the 'cup’ that
Jesus had fo drink.
